What to do: Pre-heat the 

oven to 170°C, Beat the butter, 

sugar, vanilla essence and egg until 

pale and creamy, stir in the sifted 

flour and the smarties and then roll 

the mixture into tablespoon sized 

balls then press them down slightly. 

Space them out on a lined baking 

tray with room to spread. 

Bake for 15 mins and allow to cool on 

a cooling rack then enjoy them.
